In addition to the marathon portrait, there will be a free portrait demonstration on September 9, held at the
Hamburg Strand Theatre from 7 to 9pm. Everyone is invited to attend.

“I want to complete this. I want to make it an outstanding success, give generously and inspire others to find
their own challenges to overcome”, said Armusik. “Even if you don’t have your portrait done, it will be great

entertainment to watch someone try to pull off a feat like this” said Armusik.
